Created in 1950 to carry on the tradition of Major Glenn Miller’s Army Air Corps 

dance band, today the “Note” features 18 of the most talented jazz musicians in the 
country and is one of the last touring big bands. As a result, it has earned an interna-
tional reputation as one of the finest and most versatile big bands of its kind in the 
world. Through the years, the Airmen of Note has presented its exciting brand of big 
band jazz to audiences across the nation, dozens of countries in Europe and Asia, as 
well as back home in the Washington, D.C. area. They have enjoyed collaborating with 
legendary jazz icons such as Dizzy Gillespie, Joe Williams, Sarah Vaughan, and many 
others. The group’s successful delivery of their recorded music to millions of fans over 
hundreds of media outlets worldwide is validated by industry measures, including the 
JazzWeek jazz chart.

In 2010, the Airmen of Note celebrated 60 years as one of our nation’s most revered 
musical organizations. As the band continues to build upon its deep and rich musical 
heritage, the Airmen of Note is proud to support the U.S. Air Force. These Airmen 
musicians reflect the core values of all American Airmen, delivering musical excellence 
to audiences throughout the United States and around the world.

Senior Master Sgt. Timothy Leahey is a trumpeter and the noncommissioned officer 
in charge of the Airmen of Note, The United States Air Force Band, Washington, D.C. 
A native of Altoona, Pa., his Air Force career began in 1993. Sergeant Leahey’s career 
highlights have included marching in four inaugural parades, performing the first 
dance for President Obama’s Inaugural Ball as a soloist with the Ceremonial Brass, and 
performing numerous times at the White House for President Clinton. Other career 
highlights include the 1994 tour of Japan, the Tattoos in Sweden and Norway in 1996, 
and his performances in the Airmen of Note’s annual Jazz Heritage Series. Outside of 
the Air Force, Sergeant Leahey has performed with the Glenn Miller, Jimmy Dorsey and 
Woody Herman Orchestra.

Technical Sgt. Tyler Kuebler is the lead alto saxophonist and music director of the Air-
men of Note, The United States Air Force Band, Washington, D.C. A native of Agoura 
Hills, Calif., his Air Force career began in 1998 when he was assigned to The United 
States Air Force Band as first tenor saxophonist with the Airmen of Note. He separated 
from service in 2002 and then returned to active duty in 2008. Sergeant Kuebler has 
performed and recorded with some of the biggest names in jazz and popular music, 
including the Maria Schneider Orchestra, Maynard Ferguson, Sammy Figueroa, Julio 
Iglesias, Randy Brecker, Paul Anka, Clark Terry, James Moody, Joe Lovano, Louie Bell-
son, Slide Hampton, Rosemary Clooney, Gerry Mulligan, Ernie Watts, Jon Hendricks, 
Peabo Bryson, Steve Allen, the Temptations, and the Four Tops.
