Air Force’s Premier Jazz Ensemble on National Tour 
 
 WHO/WHAT: The Airmen of Note, the premier jazz ensemble of the United States Air Force, 

will kick off its “Celebrating Independence” tour with a free public concert at the 
Elkhart Jazz Festival in Elkhart, Ind.., on Sunday, June 22 at 3 p.m. Tickets are 
not required for this event. This 16-day tour will take the band through Michigan, 
Indiana, Ohio and Illinois. 

   
Stationed at Joint Base Anacostia-Bolling in Washington, D.C., the Airmen of 
Note is one of six performing groups that comprise The U.S. Air Force Band. 
Created in 1950 to continue the tradition of Major Glenn Miller's Army Air 
Corps dance band, the group consists of 18 active duty Airmen musicians, 
including one vocalist.
