In fact, Illinois-native and drummer, Technical Sgt. Dave 

McDonald, and vocalist, Technical Sgt. Paige Martin, recently deployed in support of diplomatic and troop morale 

initiatives as a part of Operation Enduring Freedom. Four other Note members will deploy early next year, and 

trumpeter, Senior Master Sgt. Kevin Burns, will lead that group. 

 

Each year, the Note’s Jazz Heritage Series is broadcast to millions over National Public Radio, independent jazz radio 

stations, satellite radio services and the Internet. In addition, the Note produces and delivers recorded music to 

millions of fans worldwide each year through hundreds of media outlets. One of the group’s recent holiday 

recordings, “Cool Yule,” reached #2 on the JazzWeek jazz chart.
