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The Airmen of Note is one of six musical ensembles that comprise The 
U.S. Air Force Band. Created in 1950 to continue the tradition of Major 
Glenn Miller’s Army Air Corps dance band, the current group consists of 
18 active duty Airmen musicians. Through the years, the Airmen of Note 
has remained on the cutting edge of big band jazz, sharing its music with 
audiences via annual tours across the U.S., deployments around the world, 
appearances at major jazz festivals and local performances throughout the 
national capital region. 

As the premier jazz ensemble of the U.S. Air Force, the Airmen of Note 
regularly performs and records with the leading artists in the jazz world. 
In 1990, the Note started its popular Jazz Heritage Series (JHS), joining 
forces with internationally-acclaimed jazz artists in an effort to highlight 
the contributions and lineage of our shared cultural heritage. Since 2006, 
these performances have been recorded for radio broadcast, reaching 
millions of listeners worldwide via radio and the Internet.

At the beginning of every JHS concert, the Note performs a few solo 
selections. This recording represents the best of those “openers,” providing 

an opportunity for the public to experience the Air Force’s 
high level of professionalism. We’re also excited to give 
jazz fans worldwide a chance to listen to past programs 
with the JHS broadcast archives at:
